2nd CABINET MEETING

November 6, 2010
Whole Hog Cafe

3006 Cerrillos, Santa Fe, NM

Meeting was called to order by DG William J. (Bill) Guss at 10:10 a.m. Thirty-four Lions attended, representing fifteen clubs. District 40 S attendees included DG Phil Marvel, ZC Carlos Tellez, Lions Chuck Galusha and Jeanette Lang.  CT/PDG Bill Whatley led the Pledge, 2nd VDG Johnty Cresto led the Lions Prayer, and DG Bill did protocol introductions, including PIDs Ray Marley, Gordon Post and Don Reese.

Lion Chuck Galusha, president of the NM Lions Eye Foundation, gave an update on KidSight, telling of the various camera systems and showing the Welch/Allyn Sure Sight system, the only one approved by LCI. This camera needs to be recalibrated periodically, does one eye at a time, costs @$5,000 to purchase and is in some schools already. The Eye Screen system which has been in use is undergoing changes in equipment and needs renegotiation of contract.
August 21, 2010, minutes were previously sent to all. PDG Wesley Brown moved to accept, IPDG/ZC Miriam Stucker seconded, motion approved. CT/PDG Bill Whatley said dues statements have been sent out, and gave the treasurer’s report, with a 10/08/10 balance of $5,312.27. PCC Bob Jones moved to accept, Lion Mary Marley seconded, motion passed.
ZONE REPORTS

Chairs of Zones 1, 4, 5 and 8 were unable to attend due to a wedding, illness or work schedules.

Zone 2- ZC/IPDG Miriam reported that Santa Fe Host Club has adopted a Lion in a Florida rescue camp.

Zone 3- 2nd VDG Johnty said that Gallup has been busy practically every weekend and is continuing to work with Window Rock/Fort Defiance in balancing activities.
Zone 6- ZC Don Trumbull reports Edgewood is up 7 members since June, many resulting from their Leos melodrama project. The Moriarty Club will partner with Rotary in decorating the park for Christmas, with he and Lion Karen Trumbull playing Mr. and Mrs. Santa several nights. Moriarty was recognized in The Lion Magazine for sheltering stranded motorists, 86 and 139 in two weekends last winter when I-40 was shut down due to snow. The Club will apply for an LCI grant to help pay for the $2,000 billboards on their building visible from I-40; cost for a similar sign on the freeway is $500/month. 

Zone 7- ZC Bobby Richardson visited all his clubs. Albuquerque Breakfast voted to assist Lion Shirley Easton with physical help after PDG Chuck’s passing. The Club’s 50th anniversary dinner is Nov. 16. Albuquerque Four Hills did a ‘welcome back’ activity for the park residents, completed nine park benches with Lions emblems, collect old cell phones and did a bingo fundraiser. Albuquerque Rio Grande is purchasing a lion costume which can be used by other Clubs which assist in funding. They will dress up the NMLEF Eye Van for the Dec. 4 Twinkle Light Parade in Albuquerque and invite other Lions in vests to walk along with them. Socorro is having its main fundraiser, a gun show, today and tomorrow. Albuquerque Uptown held a bowling event for Leader Dog.
COMMITTEE REPORTS

Youth Activities- CC Tom Himrod had two Youth Exchange girls from Romania and Belgium at two District meetings, and encouraged hosting of future students, some of whom will come from Peru from mid-January to the end of February and spend three weeks in New Mexico. Colorado Lions do the administration of students and run a week-long camp. Requests have come from Sri Lanka and India for our students to come there. A fact sheet listing all youth activities is in the October Roar.

Peace Poster- Lion Rose Himrod said that posters are expected from Farmington Evening, Sandia Mountain and Santa Fe Capital City.
International Understanding and Cooperation- PDG Wesley  said  that these meetings serve that purpose by the sharing of information among the Clubs and the Districts.

Lions Alert- DG Phil asked for more information on this program which uses Ham Radios to pass messages in case of disasters.

Extension and LCIF- PCC Bob Jones, reports attached

Leadership- PID Ray said there will be no training as part of the Gallup State Convention. An information/discussion session on various topics will be held after the meeting today. After the PU101s are received in the spring, training of Club officers will be held in three 40N locations.

Special Olympics- PID Gordon Post announced an event in Las Cruces Nov. 20, and all are invited to help. The annual event in Farmington has been postponed for 2011. LCIF has given more than $10 million to Special Olympics, evidence of its importance.
Constitution and Bylaws- PID Ray Marley says numerous changes are needed in the current 40N document which his committee will review and probably suggest abolishing it and adopting the LCI District model   with  specific New Mexico amendments. Any such proposed amendments or revisions must come from a Club, submitted by March 4. He challenged each Club to review and submit documents. A proposed amendment cannot be changed and must be voted on as submitted; a proposed revision can be changed in wording at the time of voting. Each District can propose its own dues increase. At the Seattle International Convention a  vote will be taken on a proposed dues increase of $2. in 2012 and $2. in 2013. In comparison, Rotary dues are $63, Kiwanis $62, and Lions $39 per year.
June 8-12, NM Lions State Convention in Gallup- 2nd VDG Johnty said they are planning to make it fun, perhaps tying in with some rodeo and other activities in town at the same time.

CLUB REPORTS

Albuquerque Northeast- President Gail Stark  says four eye screenings are planned,  with a pancake breakfast held every other month. Boys and Girls Ranch will be supported along with Albuquerque Breakfast and Albuquerque Four Hills. All are invited to the Club Christmas party pot luck Dec.12; let her know by Dec. 5.
Farmington Evening- Lion Mary Marley said the Club sold entrance fees for Wilderness Park and a Fair, did two eye screenings with more planned, and will ring the bells at WalMart.

Gallup- 2nd VDG Johnty reported the Club fed 72 Airstream campers and got a member who lives in Albuquerque as a result. They served 2500 hot dog meals for a youth football league championship last Friday and had a Halloween party for city kids with the help of the American Legion. Building the Chamber of Commerce showcase is in progress, and a Balloon Rally is planned for the first weekend in December. The Club has 98 members.

Raton- Secretary Jim Mullens says the Club is 65 years old and is looking for a banner patch. The Club has sponsored Liberty Day, but the school contact has retired; they are looking to keep it financed with a raffle of frozen beef. An annual Club picnic was not held, instead the saw “Secretariat” at the movies. They took over a private lip-synch project for a lot of fun. They will support the City of Bethlehem festivities for the 64th year, and will sponsor a turkey shoot selling cards with $20 portions.
Moriarty- ZC Don Trumbull reports one new member. An August motorcycle run drew @ 75 bikes with donations of gifts and canned goods for Bethel Storehouse. An October pancake breakfast for the Pinto Bean Festival drew 300. The Club will participate in the 17th Parade of Lights with him and Lion Karen as Santas/Grand Marshalls, beginning the Dec. 9-12 and 16-19 festivities in the park. One of those nights, PDG Mary Jane …….. will attend and sing. The 19th annual toy giveaway will be Dec. 4.

Sandia Mountain- ZC/President Bobby Richardson said the Club inducted 2 new members at the anniversary dinner Sept. 21, donated $500  to the East Mountain Food Pantry, and will be having a new Club pin. Members participated in a campout at Elephant Butte and Trick or Treat night at Los Vecinos Community Center. A first member orientation night was held in October and members will be quizzed at each meeting. A monthly Club newsletter is e-mailed and the December meeting will feature the annual gourmet meal.
Santa Fe Capital City- President Mary Clyde said the Club is involved with KidSight, a food bank, and eye glasses and exams. They will assist the Espanola Lions with an information table. The Club’s 50th anniversary dinner will be celebrated Nov. 7.

Santa Fe Host- Secretary/PDG Victor Lyon reported it is the oldest Club in the state, chartered at noon Sept. 10, 1927, while Taos was chartered that evening. Of their 10 members, one will be 103 in January, and the Club comes to him on the 5th meeting of the month to visit informally.
Taos- Lion Dave Miller said the Club, with 71 members, makes @ $15,000 from a golf tournament and $6,000 from a fashion show. Dues are $75, but when they ask for additional donations, some members contribute $100. They sponsor a merry go round at a fiesta, with @$600 in donations. They do KidSight, and sponsor a party at Philmont Scout Ranch, flags on the Plaza for holidays, 1 to 3 four-year scholarships, and have a potential new Boy Scout troop. A new project is Kids in Need, providing things not covered by insurance such as ramps and Braille machines. Publicity includes 4-page newspaper ads and radio talks by the president. A Club Christmas party is planned for Dec. 16.
After lunch break, DG Bill announced the January 15/16 Rededication Day at the Melvin Jones Memorial, marking our founder’s 100th birthday, at Fort Thomas, AZ. He and 1st VDG Shelly Smith will arrange a bus to take Lions to Arizona. DG Phil asked to be informed so that 40S Lions may also take the bus. DG Bill has made six official Club visits and will resume them in January. He asks every Club to bring in a minimum of three new members.
OLD BUSINESS- 2nd VDG Johnty thanked the District for sending him 1st VDG Shelly to Lions Leadership Camp in Colorado, an event well worth the time in training for Lions and for life. The Camp is run the last week in September, with two eligible to attend if they have been a Club president.

DG Bill said that he, 1st VDG Shelly and 5 other NM Lions attended the USA/Canada Forum in Milwaukee.

The Forum will be in Anchorage, AK, next year, and the July LCI Convention will be in Seattle, WA.

NEW BUSINESS- DG Phil announced the NM Lions Eye Foundation Eye Ball will be held Sat., April 9, 2011, at Mountain Annie’s Dinner Theater in Ruidoso, cost approx. $30 apiece.
PID Ray  said New Mexico is in charge of the 1st and 2nd VDG Training session for the area Feb. 18-20, 2011, in Farmington. Lodging and transportation will be ‘on your own’ for authorized attendees, but there is some LCI reimbursement available for food.

DG Bill wants a minimum of one Certified Guiding Lion from each Club, and asks the MERL team to set up training sessions for them, as certification needs to be renewed for many. He reminds ZCs to check on several Clubs that are 60 to 90 days overdue on paying dues to LCI. He wants to see all current by the end of the year.

CS Gerry asked that ZC reports be emailed to her for inclusion in the Minutes, and directed officers to the LCI website for information on Excellence Awards.

DG Phil presented a corrected Presidential Award Certificate to his ZC Carlos Tellez.

Lion Mary Marley moved to adjourn at 1:30 p.m.  and  ZC/IPDG Miriam Seconded. Meeting adjourned.

NOTE: President/PDG Duane Broschious held a PDG meeting before the Cabinet meeting, and PID Ray Marley led an informal session to discuss various topics on leadership development afterwards.
