We will
be voting on a proposed
change to the Constitution
and By-Laws which cur-
rently reads:

The Council
Chairperson shall call the
first meeting of the State
Council within sixty (60)
days after the date on
which the the District
Governors take office (i.e.,
the last day of the Inter-
national Convention).
RATIONALE: 1) To make
the MD40 Constitution
consistent with the Lions
Clubs International Con-
stitution. 2) To provide
ample time (to eliminate
any conflicts) for the new
District Governors to at-
tend any training or ori-
entation (e.g., attend
Leader Dog School) ses-
sions before the first
MD40 Council Meeting.
So get your delegates reg-
istered and make your
vote count.
