This is the LCIF motto - as Lions we all 

know what that means.  T he first two are ea sy - the third is a challenge.  W hen I was 

asked to take the Leadership of the NMLEF, I was reluctant.   Then I remembered 

the Special Olympics oath , "Let me win - but if I cannot win , let me be brave in the 

attempt ."  I do not need to win - but I need to be brave. Some of you have asked me 

to tell the b ackground of the Foundation.  

In early 1994 , Lion Gordon Post received a call from  Lion Dr. Philip Matthews, an 

Ophtha lmologist at the UNM Hospital and a member of the ABQ Breakfast Lions 

Club. Since he knew that Lion Post had been involved in starting an Eye Research  

Foundation in New Jersey , he stated he would  like to esta blish an Eye Research Clinic 

in Albuquerque.  Plans were drawn up and a scale model of the proposed building was 

created by  an architect.   Shortly thereafter, Dr. Matthews was advised by UNM that 

the proposal was no longer under consideration.   The Lions involved by this time felt  

that the proposal had merit.   However, it was tho ught that due to the extensive area 

of NM,  a mobile unit that would travel throughout  the state wo uld be able to provide 

better service at  considerably less  cost.   The Lions of NM responded to the idea and 

the New Mexico Lions Eye Foundation was approved at the State Council Meeting, 

April 16, 1994. A Constitution adapted from the New Jersey Foundation  was approved 

by NM Lions on 13 August,  1994. The plans for the NM Eye Screening Mobile Unit 

were similar to the Iowa  Mobile  Unit . The Foundation was approved by the S tate of 

New Mexico as a non-profit corp oration  in Oct ober 1994 and approved as a 501 (c) 3 

tax exempt organization by the IRS April  7, 1995. Attorney Eric Treisman applied 

and filed all the paper work with the IRS and State of NM for us.   Application was 

made to Lions International for the use of the Lions Name and Emblem.  It  was a 

credit to t he NM Lions  that within months, a total of $40,000 was raised.  Lion Post 

made a request to LCIF for matching funds, which were granted in record time. 

Continuing fund raising realized about $25, 000 for equipment and supplies  needed to 

start screening.  

In the la st 17 years, NMLEF has expanded  its operation to include Kid Sight, Diabetes  

Testing , and a new proposal to get UNM to build a much needed Eye Clinic. Thousands 

of screenings have been offered throughout the State  and thousands of children and  

citizen s have benefited. Many serious eye conditions ha ve been detected and treated  

by medical staff.  Hundreds of Lions have contributed  greatly to the success  of an 

idea of one Lion in 1994.  

I need every Lion's help in order to accomplish our goals for this ye ar.  Let's do it!

As most of you are aware, the mission for the New Mexico Lions Crane Reading Foundation 

(NMLCRF) is to have every student in New Mexico reading and writing proficiently. This 

means that by second grade every student should be reading at least 200 words per minute with 

good comprehension and be able to write legibly. While good progress is being made, we need 

more volunteer help if this goal is to be achieved in the near future. If you would like to 

volunteer, please contact any of the officers and they will give you details on how you can 

become involved. 

 

The reading program is an eight component integrated program that combines the latest 

computer technology with several other important activities. These include 1) desk height 

adjustment; 2) use of templates; 3) eye examinations and prescription lenses; 4) Gross motor 

skill development; 5) reading practice using computer programs; 6) allergy management; 7) 

writing composition; and 8) proper placement and remediation of new students. The computer 

programs are available for a one year evaluation period from McComas and Associates, the 

distributors in New Mexico. The PediaVision Photoscreener, a state of the art eye screening 

instrument, is our instrument of choice for screening. It is ideal for Head Start and K-12 students. 

Complete details of the program and supporting references are given in the books Reading 

Problems Resolved and Lions Crane Literacy Program Handbook by Allen and Virginia Crane.

The past year was very busy and productive. Notable successes include 1) the Reading Lab 

located at the Character Kids Dream Center in Las Cruces conducted several classes during Fall 

2010 and Spring 2011. Also during this past summer, Lions Allen and Virginia Crane, Eldon 

Steelman, and Cathy Waters mentored over 60 students in our fourth annual Summer Reading 

Camp. Lion Eldon Steelman received a grant for $10,000 from the Stocker Foundation to support

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this effort; 2) Lion Eldonôs proposal to the NM Public Education Department to establish the 

NMLCRF as certified tutors for at risk students from the Las Cruces Public Schools was 

successful;3) being recognized by the New Mexico Community Foundation as one of their 

premier programs in Southern New Mexico; 4) introduced and/or maintained all or parts of the 

program in over 40 schools in New Mexico; 5) Continued to conduct eye screenings and eye 

examinations at Gadsden High School, at Gadsden Middle School, at the Hatch Schools 

Administration Building, and at the Dream Center, and 5) Lion Allen continues to work with the 

local Boys and Girls Club and predicts that the program will be installed at all New Mexico Boys 

and Girls Clubs in the near future.  

 

The Dream Center Reading Lab has evolved into both a classroom and a demonstration center 

where educators, parents, and other interested persons can see the program in action Monday 

through Thursday during the school year and for special programs during the summer months.  

On Fridays and Saturdays, the reading center is used as a Training Center and Certification 

Center for educators, parents, Lions, and others to become certified in the NMLCRF approach to 

literacy.  The goal of these efforts is to demonstrate the value of the Reading Program and lead 

schools to adopt the program. 

     

The grant writing effort, under the direction of Lion Eldon Steelman, has been successful this 

past year. The NMLCRF has received grants from El Paso Electric, Wal-Mart, Stocker 

Foundation, and several Lions Clubs throughout the state. Funds from these grants are used to 

pay an optometrist to conduct eye exams on site at the Gadsden School District, the Hatch 

School System, and the Dream Center. Eye glasses are also provided to students needing them.  

Lion Eldonôs proposal to the NM Public Education Department to establish the NMLCRF as 

certified tutors for at risk students from the Las Cruces Public Schools was successful.  

 

The officers and directors of the New Mexico Lions Crane Reading Foundation look forward to 

working with Lions Clubs throughout the state as we strive to attain our goal of having New

The 2010 - 2011 FY has been a very exciting time for the KidSight Program. 

 An 18.9% increase of children screened from last year to 14,757. 

 262 screening sessions in over 60 communities. 

 49 participating MD's and OD's in 60+ locations. Over 20 of these have billing 
arrangements with the NM KidSight Central Office with some providing special rates for 
KidSight. 

 Thousands of dollars from the Central Office have made a significant impact in many 
communities by providing funding beyond the ability of local clubs to provide follow-up 
eye exams and glasses for referred children. 

 Lion KidSight volunteers have worked over 4,000 hours and driven over 17,000 miles to 
screen NM children. 

 1700 hours, as well as 6000 miles driven, have been provided by the Central Office 
assisting screening teams with follow up and training. 

Over the past several years, approximately 26,000 children have been entering kindergarten in 

NM. In addition, there are in excess of 150 Head Starts in NM resulting in about 50,000 children 

in our target range each year. We will strive to continue growth in the 2011-2012 year. The NM 

KidSight program is recognized by school nurses and Head Starts around the state resulting in 

health advocate organizations reaching out to assist us in some areas in the 1st year of Central 

Operation, which speaks volumes for our efforts. 

In January 2010, the NM NMLOKS Central Office was established. Since then, there has been 

ongoing communication with many other national programs to assure our policies and procedures 

follow those established and used in other states.  

There are three major components of a pre-school vision screening program with a goal of 

replicating other longstanding screening programs. These are: 

1. Volunteer screening groups dedicated to working to eliminate Amblyopia, the leading 
cause of monocular blindness in the United States. 
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2. A strong sustainable central administrative office with a staff to provide statewide support 
to provide administrative personnel to insure program credibility and follow up of referred 
children. 

3. A large network of participating MD's and OD's to insure consistent examination 
procedures and reporting of results.  

There will be a continuing marketing effort with Head Start organizations to bring the benefits of 

the NMLOKS Pre-School Amblyogenic Screening Program to their attention. Contact with eye 

professionals throughout NM will also continue to increase the number of eye professionals to see 

the children we refer.  

Our challenge going forward will be to provide the availability of state of the art amblyogenic 

screening to the more rural areas of the state as these are the most underserved with respect to 

availability of professional eye care and the necessary resources to provide it. Even those parents 

in these rural areas with private medical insurance face financial barriers that prevent their child 

from receiving follow up eye professional visit after a referral from our screenings.  

Remember that Amblyopia is the leading cause of monocular blindness in the United States. Helen 

Keller challenged Lions to be Knights of the Blind in the Crusade against darkness. Let's be sure 

that Lions remain leaders in this continuing crusade.  

Please show potential donors and sponsors that we believe in our program. Consider making a 

personal or club donation yearly to the NMLOKS program. It is a separate program in NMLEF 

and does not receive Lionsô money donated to NMLEF unless specifically designated as such.  

We expect continued growth of screening groups and an increased number of target range children 

screened throughout New Mexico.  I am looking forward to working with the existing screening 

groups and those who will join us in the future to make this one of the premier pre-school 

amblyogenic screening programs in the United States.
