On August 18, 2010 our LCIF Board approved $3.442,100 in grants
$2.681,965 was approved for 21 SightFirst Grants. Most were for the expansion
and/or upgrades to eye hospitals. Seven went to India. Others were Thailand,
WNepal, Botswana, ete.

$695.133 was approved for Lions Quest. $67,000 {in round figures) went to
Minnesota, Mlinois, Maryland, and Ohio. $143 580 went to Canada, $225 000
went to Japan, and the remamder to Finland, Phalippines, Pakistan, and Russia.

$63,000 was awarded for emergency grants for flood assistance. $35,000 went to

Iowa, and the remander to Poland, India, Pakistan, and Columbia. Inm all,

$120,000 has been provided to assist the people of Pakistan as of this time.
A pew parinership has been established with the Bill and Melinda Gates Foundation to eliminate
measles m countries where children are killed by the disease. The Gates foundation has
contributed $400,000 and LCTF $300,000.

A new partnership has been established with Bausch + Lomb, that will work to prevent
childhood blindness.
