A Thanksgiving Tradition

In 1982 the Alamogordo Lioness Club wanted to find a community service project that
they felt was worthwhile. After studying the needs of their community they found that

those who receive Meals on Wheels did not receive meal delivery on Thanksgiving. The
thought of people not able to leave their homes not having a meal on Thanksgiving was
unacceptable. So began the tradition of Alamogordo Lions delivering Thanksgiving meals.

Some years later the Lioness Club of Alamogordo formally disbanded and Lion Jerry
Austin brought the continuation of their project to the Alamogordo Breakfast Lions for
their consideration. Thus began the tradition of the Alamogordo Breakfast buying and
delivering meals to those senior citizens who received Meals on Wheels. Thanksgiving Day
2006 was the 25th  year of this tradition.

In 2002 the Breakfast Lions were asked to expand their program to include the delivery
of Meals on the day after Thanksgiving, Christmas and the day after and New Years Day.

So today what began as a one time a year community service project is now done up to five
times during the holiday season. Some years in the past when membership in the Breakfast
Club had declined other Alamogordo Clubs have pitched in to make sure that enough people
were on hand to make the deliveries. With an increase in membership the recent delivery
dates have had between 12 and 18 Breakfast Lions on hand which makes for a quick and
easy time for all.

Mom’s Home Cooking at 604 E 1st St. has worked with the Breakfast Lions for many years
in preparing the Thanksgiving meals even bringing in a small group of employees one year
when they were closed on Thanksgiving Day. Our gratitude goes out to the entire staff for
their  dedication to this Breakfast Lions project. The Breakfast Lions seem to have a knack
for adding a good time to their community service and fund raising events and the meal
delivery is no exception, “We serve and we have fun doing it.” states Lion Ruth Wilkes the
Breakfast Lions 2nd woman and 1st Spanish speaking President. The Alamogordo Breakfast
Lions Club meets on Saturday mornings at 7:00 at Maximino’s Restaurants on White Sands
Blvd. the public is always welcome.
