Health Insurance Programs in NM

s a member and Third Vice-

President of a very productive
Lion’s Club (Alamogordo Breakfast
Lions), | am extremely aware of the
rising cost of medical care, as well
as how much sweat goes into each
and every dollar that we as a Club
earn. Our fund raising efforts have
become harder and more involved
while the profit margin keeps
getting smaller. With this in mind,
we as a small Club try to be as
fiscally responsible with our money
as possible. We have started to
refer many of our clients to a new
but little known program through
the Human Services Department.
The program is called “Insure New
Mexico!” which was one of
Governor Richardson’s finest
attempts at assuring that our most
vulnerable population, i.e., our
children, had some kind of
insurance coverage. But it does

not stop there! There are programs
for people who have a pre-existing
medical condition, programs for
small businesses to help provide
their employees insurance
coverage, as well as additional
coverage for kids and pregnant
women.

The first one is State Coverage
Insurance or SCI. This is for working
adults age 19-65 whose total family
income is below 200% of the federal
poverty level (FPL). There are three
participating carriers: Lovelace;
Molina; and Presbyterian. The cost
of the premiums, if you are over the
FPL, is based on a sliding scale!

The second program is the New
Mexico Medical Insurance Pool
(NMMIP) which is administered
through Blue Cross and Blue Shield
of NM. The greatest thing about this
plan is that it not only takes all pre-
existing medical conditions with a

six-month waiting period, but it
is also based on a sliding scale and
is especially designed for high-risk
individuals who are unable to get
health insurance elsewhere
because of their medical
condition. If you have been
denied coverage or have received
a rate increase based on health
status, this is the insurance for
you!

There are also many other spe-
cific programs including Small
Employer Insurance Program,
Health Insurance Alliance, Ex-
panded New Mexi-Kids and Pre-
mium Assistance for Kids (PAK),
and Premium Assistance for Ma-
ternity (PAM). For additional in-
formation about any or all of
these programs, please contact
Insure New Mexico at 1-866-901-
4538 or at http:/insurenew
mexico. state.nm.us.

The hope is
that a lot more teams will spring up soon
and that we can expand this into a much
wider and larger event. While not every
